Renovated in October 2007, with valuable funding from private donors and foundations, Animal Humane’s
Clinic also provides quality medical care for the 3,000+ homeless pets that we shelter annually—many of
whom will require spay/neuter, medical and behavior services in addition to abundant amounts of TLC.
