Getting Ahead facilitates learning where about half of the learning comes from the content and half from the
discussions. It hastwo story lines: the personal story and the community story addressing economic class
issues and uses life itself as the principal context for education. Getting Ahead uses mental models so
investigators can contribute to the body of knowledge without overreliance on the formal register of
language. Key concepts are sequenced and reinforced throughout the 10 modules.
